English Mathematics Science 

This term we 

will be studying 

a book called       

Escape from 

Pompeii by Christina Balit. This 

text links up to our history topic 

of why were the Romans so 

powerful?  The children will be 

writing   recounts, instructions, 

informal letters, diary entries 

and newspaper reports. They 

will also have a weekly spellings 

test. 

You can help at home by:  

encouraging your child to 

read daily and discussing the 

text read and by practising 

the spellings. 

Our areas of focus will include 

negative numbers, place value, 

addition and subtraction, worded 

problems, Inverse operations, 2D 

shapes and time. We also have a 

weekly times tables 

test. 

You can help at 

home by:        

practising times 

tables (particularly x6, x7, x9) 

and by working out answers to 

problems  mentally. 

Our unit of work this term is what 

living things thrive in our locality? 

This will involve identification and 

classification. 

We shall also 

be carrying out  

investigations 

into how   

changing habitats can be a danger 

to the living things that live there. 

You can help at home by:       

looking out for and observing  

the different living things around 

your home.   

RE/PSHE 

During the first term, we shall be thinking 

about how mosaics can 

improve the look of the 

school. We will explore 

how mosaics were made 

and then try to create our 

own. 

Computing 

In this subject, there will be 

two main focuses which 

are: keeping safe online 

and exploring               

communication and blogs.
