By Easter time, Sam Boughton had succeed-

ed in winning the Tunbury School chess trophy. 
 

Some club members qualified for the Megafinal and 

went to the competition at the Simon Langton School in 

Canterbury. Sam did exceptionally well, winning 5 out of 

6 games and losing once. His score was 5 points. He did 

this with some difficulty; nearly losing the first game. 

With this score, Sam gained second place in his category 

of Under 10õs. For this he got a super medal, certificate 

and direct entry into the Gigafinal in Twickenham (the 

next stage). Sam found the Megafinal really hard but 

enjoyed the experience. 
 

Mikey McClelland also went to the Megafinal. He didnõt 

do quite as well, gaining a score of 3½ points. However, 

this still enabled him to qualify for the next round.

MUSIC LESSONS 
 
As part of the development of music provision at Tunbury Primary School The Math Music Academy now provide individ-
ual singing lessons for both boys and girls at Tunbury Primary.  The focus during these individual lessons is on establishing 
a vocal technique with emphasis on breathing, support, posture and articulation.  The Department of Education has recog-
nised that singing improves a childôs learning, confidence, concentration and social development therefore enhancing a 
child's education. 
 
¢ƘŜ Math Music Academy will be holding free 15 minute trial sessions on Friday 22nd June for interested pupils wishing to 
commence lessons in September 2018.  During these trial lessons the singing teacher will work on some basic warm up exer-
cises, note recognition and some repertoire.  Repertoire is chosen carefully to engage your child and develop their reading 
skills and includes songs from musicals and films as well as examination material covering all styles.  Students also have the 
opportunity to work towards school performances and concerts as well as graded examinations.
